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HOW TO USE THIS STUDY GUIDE

Welcome to 'Genesis Unplugged'. You will enjoy
jogging through Genesis as we look at the great issues
of life and how they relate to God as Creator and the
fact of His creation.

This study guide goes with the 6 part DVD series,
'Genesis Unplugged'. Play each part of this one and a
half hour DVD until you reach the end of the section (usually 12 - 15 minutes long). A verse or
question will appear on the screen followed by the instruction 'pause here when using the study
guide'. Pause your DVD player at this place and enjoy the challenging questions in the study
guide.

Each portion of the guide starts with the question that finishes the video segment. There are far
more questions in each section than you would do in a normal study session. This is intentional
and gives you room to choose questions you might wish to pursue.

We've also included an interesting general section on science and the Bible with questions on
Creation/Evolution. You might like to discuss one of these with each section of the study guide.
May the Lord lead you as you seek His mind on His creation to His glory and honour.

GENESIS UNPLUGGED

(Part 1 ) GOD SAYS WHAT?
